Vespers

At Lord, I have cried, 10 stichera: 7 of the resurrection, and 3 of the venerable Sisoes: 
Tone 4 [Spec. Mel: "Thou hast granted a sign”]:

Thine all-festive commemoration /

hath radiantly shone forth like the sun, O venerable one, /

illuming the thoughts of the faithful with the splendor of thy wonder /

and enlightening them with the rays of thy virtuous works, /

O all-blessed one.  /

Wherefore, celebrating it, we joyously honor and faithfully bless thee, //

thou boast of monks.
Thou didst live as an earthly angel, O thou who art most rich, /

and didst lay waste to thy body as though it belonged to another, /

ever divinely instructing thyself with vigils /

and the remembrance of death, O father, /

and growing through great ascents to thine ultimate desire.  //

Wherefore, thou hast truly drawn nigh unto perfection itself.

A wonder past comprehension took place at the time of thy repose, /

O wondrous one of venerable wisdom, /

when a choir of saints suddenly stood before thee, O father; /

for thy countenance shone like the sun, O wise one, /

revealing thy luminous form and the purity of thy soul, //

assuring all of what manner of repose thou didst receive.

Glory… Tone 8:
We honor thee as the instructor of a multitude of monks, /

O Sisoes our father; /

for, following thy steps, we have truly learned how to walk the straight path.  /

Blessed art thou who didst labor for Christ, /

and didst denounce the power of the enemy, /

O thou converser with angels and companion of the venerable and the righteous.  /

With them do thou entreat the Lord, //

that He have mercy upon our souls!
Both now… The Sunday Dogmatic theotokion, in the tone of the week. 

At the Aposticha, the stichera of the resurrection, then Glory…, Both now…, and the theotokion in the same tone.

Troparia:  O Theotokos and Virgin x3
Matins

At God is the Lord, the troparion of the resurrection twice, then:

Glory… Tone 1:  A desert-dweller, an angel in the flesh and a wonderworker /

wast thou shown to be, O our God-bearing father Sisoes.  /

For, having acquired heavenly gifts through fasting, vigilance and prayer, /

thou didst heal the infirm /

and the souls of those who have recourse to thee with faith. /

Glory to Him Who gave thee strength!  /

Glory to Him Who hath crowned thee!  //

Glory to Him Who worketh healings for all through thee!
Both now… Tone 1:  When Gabriel announced to thee, “Rejoice!”, O Virgin, /

the Master of all became incarnate within thee, the holy tabernacle, at his cry, /

as the righteous David said. /

Thou wast shown to be more spacious than the heavens, /

having borne thy Creator.  /

Glory to Him Who made His abode within thee!  /

Glory to Him Who came forth from thee!  //

Glory to Him Who hath set us free by thy birthgiving.

After the Kathisma: Sessional hymns from the Octoechos

The Evlogitaria 

Hypakoe, Hymns of Ascent, and Prokimenon in tone of the week

Matins Gospel 

“Having beheld the Resurrection;” Psalm 50; Glory: “Through the prayers of the Apostles,” Both now:  “Through the prayers of the Theotokos,”  “Have mercy on me, O God,”   “Jesus having risen…”   Then the Litany: “Save, O God, Thy people…”

At the Canon: from the Octoechos, the canon of the resurrection; 3 of the canon of the Cross and Resurrection; and 3 troparia from the canon of the Theotokos. From the Menaion, 4 troparia.

After Ode III, the kontakion and sessional hymns of the saint: 

Tone 4:  Having struggled, thou wast seen to be an angel on earth, O venerable one, /

ever illumining the thoughts of the faithful with divine signs.  //

Wherefore, we honor thee with faith, O Sisoes.

Tone 4 [Sticheron Melody]:
Thou didst adorn thy life with abstinence; /

and having mortified thy members, /

didst triumph over the onslaughts of the passions, O blessed Sisoes, /

and didst pass over to everlasting life in God, /

as a worthy heir to His kingdom.  //

Wherefore, cease thou never to pray that our souls be saved.
Glory… Both now…
O pure Ever-virgin, /

thou fervent and invincible intercessor, /

renowned and unashamed hope, /

thou rampart, shelter and haven for those who have recourse unto thee: /

With the angels beseech thy Son and God, //

that He grant peace to the world, salvation and great mercy.
After Ode VI, the kontakion and ikos of the resurrection. 

The exapostilarion of the resurrection, then Glory…., Both now…, and the theotokion of the resurrectional exapostilarion. 

At the Praises, 8 stichera of the resurrection; Glory…, the appropriate Gospel sticheron; Both now…, Most blessed…
